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Abstract : The idea of Taiyi in Jiugong is one of ancient Chinese Fangshu and some of the viewpoints in it were borrowed into the Yel-

low Emperor’s Internal Organs. This paper is a brief introduction to the idea of Taiyi in Jiugong, including its meaning and its con-

tent. An analysis of the idea reflected in the Yellow Emperor’s Internal Organs is also made and a conclusion is offered, that is, the idea

of Taiyi in Jiugong, though implies the thought of unity between man and nature,is sorcery in practice and should be rejected.
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
